TWO passengers in a sea plane have had a lucky escape after their plane crashed upon 
landing at Tangalooma. 

The plane was heading south-east towards Tangalooma when it attempted to land, just one 
kilometre south of the Tangalooma Island Resort on Moreton Island.

Incredibly, the two people involved in the crash walked away unscathed.

While police said the incident was minor, the plane crash will now be investigated further
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
