
Man hurt in helicopter ‘crash’

AN ELECTRICAL contractor tasked with restoring power to parts of the Blackall region discovered a 
crashed helicopter yesterday afternoon.
It is understood the power went out after the helicopter crashed into power lines.
A 34-year-old man was taken to hospital with serious injuries.

5:55pm: A man is being flown to hospital after a reported helicopter crash south of Longreach this afternoon.
Paramedics were called to the incident on Blackall Emmet Rd, Blackall about 3.20pm.
The man, believed to be aged in his 30s, was treated by paramedics at the scene. He was being flown to hospital 
at about 5.50pm.
It is understood he suffered serious injuries but was in a stable condition.
The nature of the helicopter incident remains unknown.
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
