Two people have had a lucky escape after a light plane crashed in Traralgon on Thursday afternoon.

An Ambulance Victoria spokesman said the plane came down near the Princes Highway and the Latrobe Regional
Airport at about 1.25pm.

Paramedics assessed a man and woman who weren't injured, but are shaken.

A spokesman for the Australian Transport Safety Bureau said staff were informed of the crash about 2pm.
