Northern Territory police have confirmed one man has died in a light plane crash south-east of Darwin.
Emergency services were at the scene of the crash in the rural area of Weddell and said the single-engine, fixed-wing 
plane crashed into scrubland.

They confirmed only one person was on board.

The crash site is near the Darwin Flight Training school.

The Australian Transport Safety Bureau (ATSB) said the plane was a Savannah ultralight model.
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
